ACCESSING THE CATALOG:

SEARCHING:
There are 3 ways of searching: “Search/Search All Fields”,
“More Search Options”, and “See What's Hot”.

Search All Fields: most likely, you'll want to use this simple
search. It performs a Google® type search. It searches all
